Description:  The Institute for Governance & Sustainable Development (IGSD) is recruiting an Executive Director for the International Monitoring, Control and Surveillance Network Secretariat.
The International Monitoring, Control and Surveillance (IMCS) Network is an informal organization, not bound by treaty, composed of States, regional economic integration organizations, fishing entities and intergovernmental organizations, represented by persons responsible for fisheries and fisheries-related monitoring, control and surveillance (MCS) to facilitate bilateral and multilateral cooperation to combat illegal, unreported and unregulated (IUU) fishing and associated activities. 
The objective of the IMCS Network is to improve the efficiency and effectiveness of MCS concerning fishing and fisheries-related activities through cooperation, coordination, collection and exchange of information among the organizations or institutions responsible for fisheries and fisheries-related MCS activities. 
The IMCS Network has enjoyed a dynamic period of growth, re-organization and re-invigoration. The Network continues to have tremendous potential, the development of which will be a key focus for the incoming Executive Director. The Network is seeking a highly motivated individual who is accustomed to taking initiative with excellent oral and written communication skills. The Executive Director will be responsible for timely implementation of the IMCS activities as specified within the various IMCS Plans (Workplan, Strategic Plan and Business Plan). Moreover, the Executive Director will work closely with the Network Leadership and Executive Committee to achieve the goals of the IMCS Network. 
In addition, the Executive Director will assume the responsibilities for facilitation of the Tuna Compliance Network (TCN), a subnetwork of the IMCS Network.  Financial and in kind support for the establishment of the TCN was provided by the Food and Agriculture Organization of the United Nations (FAO) Project, “Sustainable Management of Tuna Fisheries and Biodiversity Conservation in the Areas Beyond National Jurisdiction (ABNJ).   The TCN is responsible for strengthening and harmonizing monitoring, control and surveillance (MCS) to address illegal, unregulated and unreported fishing (IUU) specifically for the tuna fisheries
Primary duties and responsibilities of the IMCS Executive Director:
The IMCS Executive Director, an IGSD consultant, will report directly to the IMCS Network Chair and IGSD management (as per the current IGSD agreements with the Network).  
The primary duties and activities of the IMCS Executive Director include the following:
· Supervision and guidance to the IMCS Network Coordinator in coordination with the IGSD Finance Director
· Supervision and guidance for other IMCS project consultants
· Promoting membership and creating awareness of the IMCS Network
· Implementation of decisions of the IMCS Network leadership
· Development of capacity building activities
· Assisting with raising both financial and in kind support for the Network in collaboration with IGSD
· Representing the IMCS Network at MCS and IUU meetings and workshops
· Frequent communication with both the IMCS leadership and IGSD management

· Also serving as Facilitator for the Tuna Compliance Network (TCN)
· Ensure the continuity of the TCN by assisting the TCN Core Group to explore opportunities within their Secretariats to support the TCN 
· Publicize the TCN’s activities in relevant fora, such as the Regional Secretariats Network (RSN) and liaise with other potential partners
· Assisting with other TCN projects
· Carrying out other duties as required.

Minimum requirements for Executive Director:
· Experience in international MCS (minimum five years professional experience). 
· Degree in relevant subject area preferred.
· Excellent writing and communication skills in English. Other languages such as French and Spanish are helpful for this international organization.  
· Experience in multi-cultural environment. High level of interpersonal skills to work effectively with a variety of people and handle sensitive and confidential situations.
